BAKENBERG: The Independent Electoral Commission (IEC) in Limpopo held successful by-
elections on the 12th December 2018 in Mogalakwena Local Municipality, Bakenberg Cluster. 

In those elections, the African National Congress (ANC) retained Ward 10, with its councillor 
candidate Kgadile September Majadibodu being voted in as the new councillor following the 
resignation of councillor Rosinah Masipa.  

The Mogalakwena Local Municipality Mayor, Her Worship Cllr Andrina Matsemela appreciates 
the support that the ANC received in that ward.  

In brief Mayor Matsemela who is humbled by the confidence that ward 10 residents 
demonstrated in the ANC, congratulated councillor Majadibodu and thanked everyone who 
participated throughout the election process.

The ANC won by 1 538 votes, EFF-426, PAC-72, COPE-39 and UDM-11. 

Majadibodu was a few days later officially sworn in at Mogalakwena Magistrate’s Court as the 
Ward 10 Councillor in Mogalakwena Local Municipality.
